G.S.R. 392(E).-Whereas the following draft of certain rules to aochéghe Child Labour (Prohibition and
Regulation) Rules, 1988, which the Central Govemmtpeoposes to make in exercise of the powers caddy section
18 of the Child and Adolescent Labour (Prohibitamd Regulation) Act, 1986 (61 of 1986), is herelplizshed as
required under sub-section (1) of the said sediorthe information of all persons likely to be exdfed thereby; and
notice is hereby given that the said draft rulelt ba taken into consideration after the expiryagberiod of thirty days
from the date on which the copies of the Offici@zBtte in which this notification is published anade available to the
public;

Draft Rules
1. (1) These rules may be called the Child Lal§Buohibition and Regulation) Amendment Rules, 2017
(2) They shall come into force on the datéhefr final publication in the Official Gazette.

2. In the Child Labour (Prohibition and Regulatidtles, 1988 (hereinafter referred to as the poalaiules), in rule 1,
in sub-rule (1), for the words “Child Labour”, therds “Child and Adolescent Labour” shall be sutiostid.

3. In rule 2 of the principal rules,-

(i) for clauses (a) and (b), the following clausesldhakubstituted, namely:-

‘(a) “Act” means the Child and Adolescent Labourdlfibition and Regulation) Act, 1986 (61 of 1986);
(b) “Committee” means the Technical Advisory Conte@tconstituted under sub-section (1) of sectiohthe
Act;’;

(i)  after clause (d), the following clauses shall tseited, namely:-
‘(da) “Fund” means the Child and Adolescent Relithibn Fund constituted under sub-section (1)egtion
14B of the Act;
(db) “Inspector” means the officer specified by bistrict Magistrate under section 17;
(dc) “Municipality” means an institution of self-@ernment constituted under article 243Q of the
Constitution;’;

(i) after clause (e), the following clause shall besited, namely:-
‘(ea) “Panchayat” means a Panchayat constitutednendicle 243B of the Constitution;’;

(iv)  after clause (g), the following clause shall besitesd, namely:-
“(h) words and expressions used in these rulespbutiefined therein and defined in the Act, shale the
meanings as assigned to them in the Act.”.

4. After rule 2 of the principal rules, the follavg rules shall be inserted, namely:-

‘2A. Awareness on prohibition of employment of chiand adolescents in contravention to Act.- The t&én
Government shall, to ensure that the children aludezcents are not employed or permitted to wor&ny occupation
or process in contravention to the provisions efAltt, through appropriate measures, —

(a) arrange public awareness campaigns in media inguidilevision, radio, internet and the print metdianake
the general public, including the employers and thildren and adolescents who may be employed in
contravention to the provisions of the Act, awabmwt the provisions of the Act, and thereby diseger
employers or other persons from engaging childrad adolescents in any occupation or process in
contravention of the provisions of the Act;

(b) promote reporting of enterprises or instances gbleyment of children or adolescents in contravantio the
provisions of the Act, by developing and advertisieasily accessible means of communication toceaitits
specified by the Central Government;

(c) display to the possible extent the provisions ef Attt, these rules and any other information ne¢athereto in
railway coaches, at railway stations, major busicsia, ports and port authorities, airports andepthublic
places including shopping centers, markets, cinbais, hotels, hospitals, panchayat offices, pofitaions,
resident welfare association offices, industriadaa;, schoolsgourt complexes, and offices of all authorities
authorised under the Act;

(d) promote through appropriate method the inclusiothefprovisions of the Act in learning material ayllabus
in school education; and
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(e) promote inclusion of training and sensitisation enial on the provisions of the Act and the resphilises of
various stakeholders thereto, in police, judi@al civil service academies, teachers training raficksher
courses and arrange sensitisation programmes li@r oélevant stakeholders including, panchayat neespb
doctors and concerned officials of the Government.

2B. Child to help his family without affecting edaton.- (1) Subject to the provisions of sectiom3hild may, without
affecting his school education, in any manner, —

(&) help his family in his family enterprise, subjeatthe condition that such help,-

0] shall not be in any hazardous occupation or procstesl in Part A and B of the Schedule to the Act;

(i) shall not include work or occupation or procesarat stage of the production, supply or retail ohhiat
is remunerative for the child or his family or tlanily enterprise;

(iii) shall only be allowed to help in his family, orarfamily enterprise, where his family is the oceupi

(iv) shall not perform any tasks during school hourkedween 7 p.m. and 8 a.m.;

(v) shall not be engaged in such tasks of helping whinders or interferes with the right to educatidn
the child, or his attendance in the school, or clwhinay adversely affect his education including
activities which are inseparably associated to detapeducation such as homework or any extra-
curricular activity assigned to him by the school;

(vi) shall not be engaged in any task continuously withest which may make him tired and shall be
allowed to take rest to fresh his health and mar a child shall not help for more than three kour
excluding the period of rest in a day;

(vii) shall not include in anyway substitution of theldHor an adult or adolescent while helping his iigror
family enterpriseand

(viii) shall not be in contravention to any other lawtfa time being in force;
(b) aid or assist his family in such manner which isinoidental to any occupation, work, professiomnufacture

or business, or for any payment or benefit to thidlor any other person exercising control over ¢hild, and

which is not detrimental to the growth and ovedatvelopment of the child.

Explanation 1.- For the purposes of this rule, enly

(a) real brother and sister of the child;
(b) brother or sister of the child through lawful adoptby the parents of the child; and
(c) real brother and sister of the parents of the ¢child

shall be included for comprising the family of a@ldh

Explanation 2.- For the purposes of this rule,asecof any doubt as to whether the task perforngeddhild amounts to
helping his family for securing compliance with thwvisions of section 3, the Inspector may seakfatation from the
Central Government and shall abide by the clatificeso obtained.

2C. Child to work as an artist.- (1) Subject to grevisions of section 3, a child may be allowedmark as an artist
subject to the following conditions, namely: —

(&) no child shall be allowed to work for more thanefiiours in a day, and for not more than three haithout
rest;

(b) any producer of any audio —visual media productiomny commercial event involving the participatiof a
child, shall involve a child in participation ondfter obtaining the permission from the Districadiistrate of
the district where the activity is to be performaatt shall furnish to the District Magistrate befstarting the
activity an undertaking in Form C and the list afld participants, consent of parents, name ofiriokévidual
from the production or event who shall be respdaditr the safety and security of the child;

(c) the undertaking referred to in clause (b) shalvakd for six months and shall clearly state thevsions for
education, safety, security and reporting of chlldise in consonance with the guidelines and protepblicies
issued by the Central Government from time to tfaresuch purpose including —

() ensuring facilities for physical and mental heaiththe child;

(ii) timely nutritional diet of the child;

(iii) safe, clean shelter with sufficient provisions daily necessities; and

(iv) compliance to all laws applicable for the timerfagin force for the protection of children, incladi
their right to education, care and protection, against sexual offences;

(d) appropriate facilities for education of the chitdite arranged so as to ensure that there is nontiisaity from
his lessons in school;

(e) one responsible person be appointed for maximufivefchildren for the production or event, so agtsure
the protection, care and best interest of the child

(H at leastwenty percent of the income earned by the chidenfthe production or event to be directly degaksit
in a fixed deposit account in a nationalised banthe name of the child which may be creditechtochild on
attaining majority; and

(g) no child shall be made to participate in any awioial and sports activity against his will and sent.
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(2) For the purposes of clause (c) to Explanation to sub-section (2) of section 3, the expressiarttisother activity”
contained therein, shall mean —

(i) any activity where the child himself is participagiin a sports competition or event or training $ach sports
competition or event;

(i) cinema shows on television, internet, radio or ather media including reality shows which includpsz
shows and talent shows;

(iii) drama serials;

(iv) participation as anchor of a show or events; and

(v) any other artistic performances which the Central/€enment permits in individual caseshich shall not
include street performance for monetary gain.’.

5. After rule 15 of the principal rules, the followg rule shall be inserted, namely:-

“15A. Hours of work.— Subject to the provisionssgfction 7, no adolescent shall be required or peganto work in an
establishment in excess of such number of hounsark as is permissible under the law for the tingnb in force
regulating the hours of work of the adolescentichsestablishment.”.

6. In rule 16 of the principal rules, in sub-r{d8, for the word “children”, the word “adolescehshall be substituted.
7. After rule 16 of the principal rules, the followg rule shall be inserted, namely:-

“16A. Payment of amount to child or adolescent frana out of Child and Adolescent Labour Rehabittatund.- (1)
The amount credited, deposited or invested, agdbe may be, under sub-section (3) of section igle Child and
Adolescent Labour Rehabilitation Fund and the egeaccrued on it, shall be paid to the child alestent in whose
favour such amount is credited in the following mamn namely:-

(i) the Inspector or the nodal officer having jurisitintshall, under his supervision, ensure that coant of such
child or adolescent is opened in a nationalise lzard inform the bank in which the amount of thendris
deposited or, as the case may be, to the officgoresible to invest the amount of the Fund undersgation
(3) of section 14B;

(i)  the interest accrued on the proportionate amouttefFund in favour of the child or adolescent Ishal bi-
annually transferred to the account of the childadplescent, as the case may be, by the bank eroff
responsible to invest the amount under informatiiothhe Inspector;

(i)  when the concerned child or adolescent complesde of eighteen years, then, as soon as maysdsé|eo
forthwith or within a period of three months, theal amount credited, deposited or invested in dawaf the
child along with interest accrued thereon including interest remaining in the bank or remainingnsested
under sub-section (3) of section 14B, shall besiemed to the said bank account of child or adaet as the
case may be; and

(iv)  the Inspector shall prepare a report of the ambvansferred under clause (ii) and clause (iii) vg#rticulars of
the concerned child or adolescent sufficient taiidg him and send a copy of the report annuallyhe Central
Government for information.

(2) Any amount recovered by way of fine or for camsjtion of offences in pursuance of an order oggrdent of a
Court in favour of a child or adolescent for thenitavention of the provisions of the Act, shallaalse deposited in the
Fund and shall be spent in accordance with suaér andjudgement.”.

8. For rule 17 of the principal rules, the followirule shall be substituted, namely:-

‘17. Certificate of age.- (1) Where an Inspectos ha apprehension that any adolescent has beeonyadph any of the
occupation or processes in which he is prohibitedé¢ employed under section 3A of the Act, he nequire the
employer of such adolescent to produce to the tispa certificate of age from the appropriate roaldauthority.

(2) The appropriate medical authority shall, whakamining an adolescent for issuing the certificg#tage under sub-
rule (1), take into account —

(i) the Aadhar card of the adolescent, and in the @lesthereof;

(i) the date of birth certificate from school or thetrcalation or equivalent certificate from the cenged
examination Board of the adolescent, if available] in the absence thereof;

(i) the birth certificate of the adolescent given mogporation or a municipal authority or a panchayat

and only in the absence of the methods specifiedainses (i) to (iii), the age shall be determibgdsuch medical
authority through an ossification test or any otlaéest medical age determination test.

(3) The ossification test or any other latest maldmge determination test shall be conducted onotider of the
appropriate authority of the rank of Additional loals Commissioner as may be specified by the Ce@oalernment in
this behalf and such determination shall be corepletithin fifteen days from the date of such order.
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(4) The certificate of age referred to in sub-ridlgshall be issued in Form B.

(5) The charges payable to the medical authoritytHe issue of the certificate of age shall be samepecified by the
Central Government or the State Government, asake may be, for their Medical Boards.

(6) The charges payable to the medical authoriglldbe borne by the employer of the adolescent whage is
determined under this rule.

Explanation.- For the purposes of this rdle,

(i) the “medical authority” means a Government medicaitor not below the rank of an Assistant Surgefon o
a District or a regular doctor of equivalent ramkpdoyed in Employees’ State Insurance dispensanies
hospitals;

(i) “adolescent” means an adolescent as defined irsel@)iof section 2 of the Act.’.

9. After rule 17 of the principal rules, the followg rules shall be inserted, namely:-

“17A. Persons to file complaint.- Any person whoynfde a complaint under the Act for commissionafy offence

include school teachers and representatives frédtdodenanagement committee, child protection conamjtPanchayat
or Municipality, who shall be sensitised to file complaint, in tiverg that any of students in their respective sthiso

employed in contravention to the provisions of Ao,

17B. Manner of compounding the offence.- (1) Anused person,-

(i) who commits an offence first time under sub-sec(®)rof section 14; or
(i) who being parent or a guardian, commits an offemaker the said section,

may file application to the District Magistrate lray jurisdiction for compounding the offence undab-section (1)
of section 14D.

(2) The District Magistrate shall after hearing #eeused person and the Inspector concerned oitaipgi filed under
sub-rule (1), dispose of the application and ifdlpelication is allowed, issue the certificate ofmpounding, subject to —

0] the payment of a sum of fifty percent of the maximfine provided for such offence within a time
specified in such certificate; or

(ii) the payment of an additional sum of twenty-fiveqest of the maximum fine provided for such offence
together with the compounding amount specified uradiguse (i), if the accused person fails to pay th
compounding amount under that clause within theifipd time and such delayed payment shall also be
made within the period specified for such purposthe certificate of compounding.

(3) The compounding amount shall be paid by theised person to the Central Government.

(4) If the accused person fails to pay the compowgnhdmount under sub-rule (2), then, the proceesliradl be continued
as specified under sub-section (2) of section 14D.

17C. Duties of District Magistrate. - (1) The DistiMagistrate shall —

(i) specify such officers subordinate to him, as hesi®rs necessary, to be called the nodal officeh® shall
exercise all or any of the powers and perform atmy of the duties of the District Magistrate cemnéd and
imposed on him by the Central Government undei®ed7A .

(i) assign such powers and duties, as he thinks apat®pto a nodal officer to be exercised and peréat by him
within his local limits of jurisdiction as subordite officer;

(i)  preside over as chairperson of the Task Force forbeed in a district consisting of —

(a) Inspector appointed under section 17 for the pwpas his local limits of jurisdiction;

(b) Superintendent of Police for the purposes of hiallimits of jurisdiction;

(c) Additional District Magistrate for the purposeshid local limits of jurisdiction;

(d) nodal officer referred to under clause (i) for theposes of his local limits of jurisdiction;

(e) Assistant Labour Commissioner (Central) for theppses of his local limits of jurisdiction;

(H two representatives each from a voluntary orgaisisanhvolved in rescue and rehabilitation of em@dy
children in the district on rotation basis for aipd of two years;

(g) arepresentative of the District Legal Serviceshauty to be nominated by the District Judge; and

(h) a member of the District Anti-trafficking Unit;

(i) Chairperson of the Child Welfare Committee of thstiict;

()) Child Labour Protection Officer in the District uerdthe Integrated Child Protection Scheme of the
Ministry of the Government of India dealing with men and child development;

(k) any other person nominated by the District Magistra

() Secretary of the Task Force shall be any nodateffreferred to in clause (i) and nominated by the
Chairperson.
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(2) The Task Force referred to in clause (iii) abgule (1) shall meet at least once in every mamtti shall make a
comprehensive action plan for conducting the resiperation, taking into account the time availalpleint of raid in
accordance with the law for the time being in foroenfidentiality of the plan, protection of victirand witnesses and
the interim relief in accordance with the guide$irfer rescue and repatriation issued by the Cefoalernment from
time to time; and the Task Force shall also caasgptoad the minutes of such meeting on the peridhted for such
purpose by the Central Government.

(3) Apart from the duties referred to in sub-rulg, the District Magistrate shall ensure througllaloofficers that the
children and adolescents who are employed in comttion of the provisions of the Act are rescued ahall be
rehabilitated —

(a) in accordance with the provisions of —

(i) the Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of CéilpiAct, 2015 (2 of 2016) and the rules made theder;
(i) the Bonded Labour System (Abolition) Act, 1976 (£94976);
(i) the Central Sector Scheme for Rehabilitation of d&mhLabourers, 2016;
(iv) any National Child Labour Project;
(v) any other law or scheme for the time being in fowseler which such children or adolescents may be
rehabilitated; and subject to -
(1) the directions, if any, of a court of competentgdiction;
() the guidelines for rescue and repatriation issyetthé Central Government from time to time in tlégard.

17D. Duties of Inspectors.- An Inspector appoingdthe Central Government under section 17, forpheoses of
securing compliance with the provisions of the Attall —

(i) comply with the norms of inspection issued by tleatal Government from time to time;
(i) comply with the instructions issued by the Cen@alvernment from time to time for the purposes afusieg
the compliance with the provisions of the Act; and
(i) report the Central Government quarterly regardiieginspection made by him for the purposes of seguhe
compliance with the provisions of the Act and th&an taken by him for such purposes.

17E. Periodical inspection and monitoring.- The {CaArGovernment shall create a system of monitoand inspection
for carrying into effect the provisions of sectibh, which may include—

(i) the number of periodical inspection to be conduttgdhe Inspector of the places at which the emplenyt of
children is prohibited and hazardous occupatiorgrocesses are carried out;
(ii) the intervals at which an Inspector shall repotht Central Government complaints received to talating to
the subject matter of inspection under clausen(@) the details of action taken by him thereafter;
(iii) maintenance of record electronically or otherwie o
(&) children and adolescent found to be working in @m@ntion of the provisions of the Act including
children who are found to be engaged in familyasnify enterprises in contravention of the Act;
(b) number and details of the offences compounded;
(c) details of compounding amount imposed and recoyered
(d) details of rehabilitation services provided to dhéin and adolescents under the Act.”.

10. In Form A appended to the principal rules,ha heading of column 2, for the words “Name of d¢hithe words
“Name of adolescent” shall be substituted.

11. After Form B appended to the principal rulés, following Form shall be inserted, namely:-
